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AIDS - ALASKA

Through December 31, 1995, 324 Alaskans have been confirmed to have AIDS. Of these, 181 (56%) are known to have
died. Of the 324 AIDS cases, 285 (88%) are in males and 39 (12%) in females. Data below employ the 1993 Expanded
Case Definition for AIDS. All cases are shown as diagnosed in the year the person first met the revised case definition.
